Chief MacDonald reported that he has no significant impact data and site issies for this site. Mr. Kelly,
a guest, discussed the traffic assessment they conducted and those resulls. My, Prentiss reviewed the
assessment, accident data and site lines-as well and concluded that he approved of the study done. There
were a few recommendations; some mentioned were signage, site line maintenance, pedesirian access,
ADA accommodations, and biking access/racks. Mr. Daley has some recommendations as well for bike
and pedestrian access.
Mr. Meservey made the motion, 2™ by Chief MacDonald, and the parking study commitiee voted
unanimously to accept the traffic study for 14 Lots Hoflow Road with the reconmmendations in the study.
In addition, adopt them along with the recommendation to Board of Appeals 1o require maintenance of
the one-way driveway and the applicant work with the town highway department on pedestrian and bike
access way to Lots Hollow Road.
